Parking at

Sunday Parking 
Members and those who attend  
regularly are asked NOT to park in 
our lots, but to leave those spaces 
open for visitors, the elderly and 
those with disabilit ies.

We recommend three additional 
parking alternatives for Sunday. 

1. Oakland Catholic  
 We have permission to use this 
wonderful lot each Sunday. PLEASE 
NOTE: You must enter the Oakland 
Catholic parking lot from Craig 
Street, which is one block west of 
the church toward the University of 
Pittsburgh. The gate at the entrance 
to the lot will automatically open 
when your car pulls up to the ‘line’. 
Allow room for the gate to swing 
open toward your car. When you 
leave the lot you must exit  onto   
Neville. Again, pull up to the ‘line’ 
and the gate will automatically open. 

2. Clyde Street  
Clyde intersects Ellsworth, almost 
directly across from our parking lot. 
This is a great place to park, and 
there are often unused spaces. Since 
Clyde is one way, you must enter 
from Fifth Avenue, which is one 
block south of the church towards 
Carnegie Mellon University. Parking 
is available in two lots: t he  University 
Child Development Center and the 
lot behind the Shady Oak Apartments. 

3. Central Catholic 
This lot can be used as a third  
alternative. It  is furthest away from 
the church. The entrance is south of 
Fifth Ave. off of Neville Street. 
 



Small Groups at Ascension? 
We seek to do three things as a community of believers: to worship, to grow, and 
to give. At Ascension we believe that no matter who we are or how mature we are 
– all of us are called to grow more and more into the image of Christ . We also 
believe that one of the best ways to do this is in the company of others we meet 
with to study the Bible and pray together. We presently have small groups for 
youth, college-aged adults, men, women and many mixed groups located all over 
the city. Below are some brief thoughts on the why of small groups, how to start  a 
new one, and how to keep existing groups healthy.  
 

Why Small Groups? 
Small groups provide a level of accountability to others that we all need. That 
accountability can be as simple as having a regular t ime that we sit  down to study 
scripture with others and to pray for one another. At a deeper level that 
accountability can lead to others, who know us well, speaking into our lives.  
 

How Can I Start a New Small Group? 
Starting a new group isn’t complicated. If you can organize a dinner party, you 
can organize a small group. As Bishop Todd Hunter says, “three is enough.” All 
that’s needed to start  a group is three people. If you can round up two or more 
acquaintances or friends to start  a group with, who you’ll read the Bible with and 
pray with once a week or every other week, you’re good to go. As you begin your 
group I’d be more than happy to meet with your group and help you think through 
what you want your group to be like. Likewise, if you’d like some help starting a 
group, I’m more than happy to come along side. Additionally, if you’d like to join 
an existing group, please let me know and I can connect you with one.  
 

How Can I Keep My Current Group Healthy? 
The thing that most threatens the health and vitality of small groups at Ascension 
is avoidance of conflict. Most of us do not enjoy conflict. But properly dealt  with 
conflict is not only a sign of health but is a necessity for small groups. Most 
groups that stop meeting or groups that lose their spunk often do so because they 
avoid conflict. If you want to keep your group healthy, don’t sweep conflict under 
the rug. If you’d like help processing group issues I’m more than happy to meet 
with your group and help facilitate a conversation.  
 

Whether you’re in a small group, thinking of starting a new one, or interesting in 
joining an existing group - I hope that this fall is a t ime that 
you can meet together with other Christians and a time that 
you can grow together. If you are interested in being placed 
in an existing group, in starting a group or in growing your 
group and keeping it healthy, I would love to hear from you.
